Read Romans 8: 31-39 
 
On Sunday, morning and evening, Steve introduced our new preaching series, 
entitled, ‘Confident Discipleship’, telling us that over the next few months we will be 
looking at 6ix keys to confidence. The first one is ‘Being Convinced’  
 
How convinced are you of what you believe? 
Do you ever waver? Talk about this together.  
Read again Paul’s bold statement in Romans 8:37-39. How do you respond to this? 
 
Steve referred briefly to two Old Testament characters: Abraham and Jeremiah, 
both of whom wavered in their confidence, and described how God had come to 
them personally to encourage them. This is the ministry of the Holy Spirit to every 
believer.  
 
Can you recall and share a time when God came close to encourage you and build 
your confidence in Him?
