Care related how he has regular conversations where he can bring Godly wisdom.
For example, he talked to a mother who had unforgiveness towards her son
and wasn't going to send a card - leading to a gradual breakdown in
relationship - and encouraged her to act out of grace and send a card as a
first step to restoring the relationship.
This is an example of discipleship and living out transformation in the day to
day conversations of life. We can ask God for the wisdom and words to help.
As it says in James 1.5 “If any of you lacks wisdom, you should ask God, who
gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to you."
So consider:
Who do | meet in my day to day life that | feel a concern for? (If
no one is obvious, pray and ask God to give you a name)
What can | pray for this person? What wisdom do | need?
What action am | going to take?
