e Take some time to pray for each other, encouraging each other as we seek
to respond to God's call for us to be missional people, and see mission
expressed in all aspects of our lives.

Word Read John 17:1-11 & 20-26
(20 mins)

In his prayer to the Father, Jesus rejoices that his disciples have believed in him and
have come to know God (= eternal life). Here is the good fruit of three years of
ministry. They've got it - so to speak.

Now that Jesus is returning to the Father, he prays for the protection of his disciples,
'so that they may be made one as we are one' (v 11). Later Jesus prays for those who
would come to believe the message of his disciples (17:20-26), praying that they will
be made one and be brought to complete unity.

e \What is important about the oneness (unity) of Jesus' disciples? (see verses
21and 23)?

e \What does our being one mean (Steve suggested it was more than ‘getting
along' or being in harmony)?

e How do our small groups enable Jesus' prayer to be answered?

e Spend a little time in prayer together for the unity of the group and Bookham
Baptist Church.
